“SOUTHERN HEALTH IMPROVEMENT SAMITY (SHIS) WAS NOT BUILT IN A DAY”

SHIS is a registered voluntary social welfare organization for social action and economic development in
an integrated way. SHIS was spearheaded by Mr. M. A. Wohab for providing assistance and support
towards betterment of the landless poor people, who are deprived, exploited and lead their life in
deplorable conditions. The group initiated social service programme to help the distressed and to help
them regain self-confidence and new strength. This was done through interactive human relations
exercises, personal attention and counseling the targeted people SHIS works with the people, being a co-
partner of their community life, and plays the role as per their problems, needs and aspirations.

Past Milestone

1979 : e  The first Health survey among bidi rollers of different markets at Bhangar by M. A. Wohab together with Brother
Gaston, Sabitri Pal, Lucy and others.

1980 " e Establishment of clinical centre along with pathological services in a deserted tea shop at Bhangar.

1981 * e i) Establishment of its two branches, one at Bhagawanpur and the other at Bodra both at Bhangar.

e i) Digging of deep tubewells for drinking water at Bhogali — Il Gram Panchayat and other different Gram Panchayats

of Bhangar. During ferocious storm at Jharkhali, committed volunteers of SHIS carried out relief work alongside Seva
Sangha Samity.

1982 * e Spread of clinical aid among the T. B. patients of neighbouring P. S. area beyond Bhangar. The society was given its
present name by our spiritual leader Br. Gaston Dayananda.

1983 : e The registration of this Samity and the assuming of its independent status with the objective of improving the
education, health, residence and eco-socio standard of the locality. John Victor Pradhan inaugurated the present
complex of SHIS and Bhangar Clinic which was named after Late Buddhadev Mishra, a well-wisher of SHIS.

1986 e  First meeting with legendary Dominique Lapierre through Brother Gaston Dayanand. From this year he started his
benevolent contribution towards Tuberculosis control programme specially for the people of Sunderbans.

1987 : e Stated medical treatment and pathological test of general patients. Gave tubewells for drinking water in different panchayat
area. Got Anti TB Drugs from the Indian Govt. Started X-Ray at Bhangar Clinic with adequate help from Dominique
Lapierre. Beginning of Basanti Mobile Clinic. Tata Trust gave an Ambulance.

e  Contribution from the Dr. Renate Konig, Dr. Tobias Schiith and Dr. Zeacoumar Chanemougame as volunteer in the field
of Tuberculosis to enhance and strengthen the Tuberculosis programme, with their revolutionary ideas, thoughts and
treatment, which later made SHIS a legendary organization in controlling Tuberculosis.

e  Prof. Dr. H. N. Gupta of Regina University, Canada and Prof. A. K. Ray of Toronto, Canada contributed their valuable time
with their ideas, knowledge, blessings and support for the betterment of the society specially for the underprivilege poor

In this year the first SHIS Sanitary Mart Project was established at Bhangar in South 24 Parganas.

Steps were taken to bring the social offenders (Dacoits) of 44 nos. initially into the mainstream of the society through
SHIS - Ashadeep.

Dominique Lapierre inaugurated by freeing 21 pigeons on the occasion of 21t anniversary of SHIS.

In this year GO-NGO collaboration was initiated with Govt. of India in form of Revised National Tuberculosis Control
Programme (RNTCP) for 4 TB Units in North 24 Parganas only. In the month of April 2001 Mobile Health Care Services
(MHCS) was launched for North 24 Parganas district.

New wing of SHIS was started in North Bengal specially in the forest region of Jalpaiguri and Cooch Behar with General
Clinic and Diagnostic facilities and mainly to control Malaria with collaboration of Forest Department, Govt. of West
Bengal.

In the month of September in collaboration with CARE — West Bengal, SHIS started Community Based Direct Observation
Treatments (CB-DOTSs) in 3 TU’s in Malda, Murshidabad and South 24 Parganas respectively.

This was the year SHIS’s most coveted programme SHIS Eye Care Hospital was launched.

Relief for closed Tea Garden was given for 20,000 victims from 5 tea estates in Kalchini, Kumargram and Dhupguri
Blocks in Jalpaiguri District. In this year 3 TU’s for South 24 Parganas was handed over to SHIS under the RNTCP.
Collaboration with Rotary Club of Calcutta Chowringhee in installation of Tubewell, Latrine and Road construction.

SHIS inaugurate the Mini Hospital naming SHIS Basanti Seva Kendra on 11t of March. SHIS Girls Academy programme
was started in this year, to fulfill the gap of quality education programme for the deprived girl child, as an extended part
of Girl and Child focused education. On December Dominique Lapierre received Sunderban Seva Award, for relentless
pursuit to rendered social service. SHIS joined the relief programme as immediately as the news spread regarding
Tsunami affected areas in Tamilnadu and Andaman Nicobar islands.

2nd phase of CB-DOTs programme was started in collaboration with CARE-West Bengal in 4 TU’s under Nadia, South
24 Parganas and North 24 Parganas.

On 15" April SHIS inaugurated its Malda Centre and in this same year SHIS Kandaran Project was also started in view
to control Kala-Azar with support from Irish Aid.

SHIS Dominique Lapierre Colony construction programme was started for 60 nos. of families, victims of river erosion of
Phulahar river in Malda District. Emergency relief programme as well as reconstruction of houses was done for 100
families who lost everything in fire in Chapra under Nadia District.

SHIS started its Institutional Delivery Centre approve at Bayermari - Il and Nazat — | in North 24 Parganas District along
with Rakhalpur under Patharpratima Block and SHIS headquarter (Ayushmati) in South 24 Parganas District.

In the field of Civil Society Support Programme for West Bengal, SHIS with support from DFID-PRIA implemented first of
its kind activities in Murshidabad District.

In this year SHIS was included in the coveted National Tuberculosis Consortium (NTC) programme where giants like

SHIS in collaborations with UNICEF launched post AILA Project in Sandeshkhali | & 11 blocks for strengthening public
delivery system for early recovery of AILA affected vulnerable people & community. SHIS extended help to ADRA India
for making project proposal successfully for the disaster relief in Sandeshkhali-l & Il block in Sunderbans.

Kolkata Urban Comprehensive Eye Care Project was launched to provide eye care services and to arrange cataract
operations for prevention of avoidable blindness for slum dwellers of Kolkata Municipal Corporation.

Dominique Lapierre with his team of Friend of SHIS’ visited SHIS and inspected SHIS Eye Care Clinics at Gabberia. Ditto
Foundation Netherlands provided Rs. 30 lakhs as revolving fund for advancing Micro Credit for members of Self Help
Group to run self sustaining self help ventures.

Wonder Drug Spirulina — a product from sea weed (cyanobacterium), was introduced for production in SHIS Herbal Plant
and medicine section enhance dietary supplement of TB patients and to ensure few more years of longevity to HIV / AIDS
patients.

Tuberculosis Control Programme:

SHIS has been the pioneer in the Grass Root Level for
implementing  Tuberculosis  Control measures
effectively from its inception, the DOTS strategy is along
with the other components of the Stop TB strategy,
being implemented under Revised National
Tuberculosis Control Programme with support from the
Central and State TB Division in the outreach areas of
West Bengal, which has been the main feature of the
project. The project is providing modern tuberculosis
services, contributing to West Bengal and overall India's
goal of reaching its population. Today, it has become the
FLAGSHIP programme of SHIS.

Moreover, to enhance and to improve access to quality
TB care and control, Dominique Lapierre City of Joy
Foundation “Dominique Lapierre Tuberculosis Control
Programme” with major portion on funding on
Tuberculosis feeling the much needed funding gap along
with World Vision with “Axshya India TB programme”
and CARE India with “Initiative to Manage People
Centered Alliances (IMPACT)” giving a supportive thrust
to RNTCP to expand its reach, visibility, effectiveness,

quality of service and for further scaling up of activities in the geographically challenged areas viz.
Sunderbans, Dooars and Terrai region of West Bengal.




Mobile Medical Unit:

Health Care facilities in the Boat (Launch) has been designed to serve as fullfledged General Medical and
Diagnostic clinic. This floating clinic specially put into the service for those patients who are based in the
remote islands of Sunderbans (World Largest Delta Region), where most of the villages and islands in
Sunderbans remains marooned during the monsoon. Poor inhabitants of these areas scarcely get
opportunity for medical treatment either due to improper transportation or lack of fund to reach hospital
situated in far main land.

Today, SHIS with its fleet of 4 such Mobile
Boats (Launch) equipped with all medicinal
aids, and accommodation for 10 persons to
help the healthcare provider a conditioned,
safe and clean clinic to examine and treat
patients. Each of this Boats are full equipped
with X-RAY and Pathological Laboratory
facilities.

Mainly primary health services are given,
which consist of routine, preventative
medicine and acute medical treatment and
beyond on a daily basis in a week. Hoping
from one island to another with pre-
scheduled clinic plan.

At the instance of Dominique Lapierre, Mobile Boat Dispensary was launched in the year 1997, first of its
kind in the remote Sunderbans area and since then it has been an emergency beacon for the Sunderbans
dwellers to receive
medical aid during
their need. All this has
been possible for
Dominique  Lapierre
and his love for the
deprived brothers and
sisters of Sunderban.

In the current initiative
National Health
Mission (erstwhile
National Rural Health
Mission) has been
playing a major role in
contributing a portion
of resources in the
programme enabling
to reduce the burden of contribution from Dominique Lapierre City of Joy Foundation with same vision
for which the programme was initially launched.

In all of the Mobile Medical Services free Medicine are given, which included Vitamin A Capsule 100,000
iu and 200,000 iu along with Albendazole of 400 mg. SHIS is thankful to VITAMIN ANGELS for contributing
large number of dose of Vitamin A and Albendazole, which enable us to fill the gap of much needed
Vitamin A Capsule.



Community Delivery Centre:

MDG-5 aims to improve maternal health and reduce the maternal mortality rate by three quarters
between 1990 - 2015. To address the fact that India had one of the highest maternal mortality rates in
the world and expedite progress towards MDG-5, in 2005 the Government of India (Gol) launched the
largest conditional cash transfer scheme in the world, Janani Suraksha Yojna (JSY), to institutionalized
women to give birth in medical institutions.

Limited access to available resources and supports and inaccessibility and remoteness of areas of
habitation is a negative factor for safe delivery these barriers resulted in pockets of low institutional
delivery and geographical exclusion, specially in the case of Sunderban. SHIS initiative in close
collaboration with Block and District health authorities aims to increase availability of delivery and
newborn care services through Private Public Partnership for families with focus on free service to BPL
families and ANC coverage alongside immunity drive.

The beneficiary gets the following services free of cost under this scheme:

. Normal safe delivery in
accredited Institutional
Delivery Centre.

. Janani Suraksha Yojana
(JSY) in case of Institutional
delivery in accredited place.
. Referral system for
complicated cases.

Currently, two such centers
are running, one in North 24
Parganas, at Bayermari in
Sandeshkhali — | Block and
another at Rakhalpur under
Patharpratima Block in South
24 Parganas. With this two
units along with other
peripheral health facilities viz. Government Sub Centres and PHCs there is a significant number of delivery
cases which is helping reduce the load of the over-burdened District Hospital.




SHIS has envisioned in scaling up of such successful and coveted programme in other district and blocks
of West Bengal in the near future.

Eye Care Hospital:

SHIS Eye Care Hospital is one of the leading Eye Health Care Service provider in South 24 Parganas District
of West Bengal specially in the Sunderban belt. Presently SHIS Eye Care Hospital is situated in Bhangar just
beside the headquarter of SHIS, equipped with the entire range of state of the art diagnostic, curative,
and surgical equipment’s in the field of Ophthalmology.

SHIS Eye Care Hospital is manned by a
highly qualified skilled, competent and
motivated medical, paramedical and
support staff providing comprehensive
diagnosis, treatment and surgical services
covering almost all the range of ocular
services. The well-equipped OPD treats
over 100 walk-in patients every day.

SHIS Eye Care Hospital under the banner
of Southern Health Improvement Samity
exists to provide the same standard of
eye care to the under privileged rural
, , _ population by our Outreach Programme
Intra Ocular Lens (IOL) implant is conducted gt the Operation Theatre of (Kolkata Urban Comprehensive Eye Care
SHIS Eye Care Hospital
Programme & Sunderban Eye Health
Service Strengthening Programme both supported by Sightsavers) in the Community Wing.

Kolkata Urban Comprehensive Eye Care Programme:

This project plays a vital role in addressing comprehensive eye health for the marginalized communities
of urban Kolkata, especially women
and children by establishment of
permanent, quality and affordable
refractive error services. The
programme has successfully
reached the marginalized slum
population in Ward No. 108, 66, 64,
78, 82, in Kolkata by establishing
Vision Centres. The vision centres
are the place where most of the
screening are done, people visit
them by their own. The vision
centres have been well received by
the community.

After screening in the vision centres
patients are referred to Base
Hospital in SHIS headquarter in
Bhangar, South 24 Parganas for further treatment according to the problem they have diagnosed for. The
programme is currently in the fifth year of the project.

The programme aims is to contribute towards the elimination of avoidable blindness in the Sunderbans
region through improving coverage and access to affordable and quality eye health services with
awareness and capacity building.

There will be 6 nos. of Vision Centre fully equipped Slit Lamp and other screening equipment’s and
instruments along with modern communication tools for self-sustainable initiatives.

Hospital is providing easy access to information about all the service and their details in order to reduce
the problem of touts. Decreasing the communication gap has created lesser strain in Doctors-Patient
relationship and move towards better work environment within the system constraints and ever

increasing demand resulting to greater rise in patient satisfaction.

Sahayikas and Sahayak at SHIS Rogi Sahayata Kendra (May | Help You Centre) in
Mekhliganj SD Hospital under Cooch Behar District

The Rogi Sahayata Kendra in
Mekhliganj under Cooch Behar
District of West Bengal was
started in October, 2013 and has
been a pioneering initiative from
SHIS in collaboration with District
and Block Health Authorities.

The service started with 5 support
staff engaged in maintain public
relations to render invaluable
service for the smooth running of
the Mekhliganj Sub Divisional
Hospital.

Integrated Counseling and Testing Centre Programme:

Prevention is the mainstay of the strategic response to HIV/AIDS in India as 99 percent population of the
country is uninfected. The HIV prevalence pattern in the remaining one percent population largely
determines the prevention and control strategy for the epidemic in the country.

To gain control over HIV/AIDS spread in the region, effective interventions are needed for High Risk
Groups and those which are hidden.

Viewing this, SHIS Integrated Counseling and Testing Centre was established in the year 2007. It is a
combination of three activities — counseling, testing and cross referral with TB. HIV testing has generated
interest not only among medical community but also amongst the general public.

To make HIV testing facility easily available at a cheaper cost with proper pre and post-test counseling to
all individuals who are willing to get tested are referred for testing by SHIS General Clinic, TB Clinic, MMU
and other related programmes.

Role of SHIS ICT Centre-

e To identify individuals with HIV infection for diagnosis or voluntary testing purposes. Persons can
come voluntarily for testing if they have performed risky behaviour/ occupation or if someone
suspects/feels that he/she may have HIV/AIDS.

e To provide pre-test and posttest counseling.

e To provide testing facility to cases referred by other doctors, STD Clinics, ANC Clinics etc.

Forest Health Clinic:

Access to basic health care is little or non-existent in the fringe forest villages of Sunderbans delta region
in West Bengal, a designated UNESCO World Heritage Site. People are often left to themselves without
having any sort of chances to receive treatment during their illness.

With  support from Sunderban
Biosphere Reserve and Sunderban
Tiger Reserve SHIS introduced basic
health care services in 4 Fringe Forest
Villages in the name of “Trust Building
through Medical Health Camps” at
Jharkhali, Bali, Rajat Jubilee and
Samsernagar Island of Sunderbans.

The programme eunsured accessible,
effective  health  services for
marginalized, un / underserved
villages. The programme was first
started in the year 2012 with a plan
that on a periodical basis clinic will be
held on 4 days in a week in the pre-

designated camps in the 4 project areas.



Diagnostic Facility Programme:
Southern Health Improvement Samity (SHIS) since inception in 1983, with the trained staff and
equipment, established an integrated Diagnostic Laboratory which is considered to be one of the most
reputed and largest among NGOs. The service offers a wide range of manual and computerised facilities
for investigations in Hematology, Microbiology, Bio-Chemistry and other matters, and is one of the best
in the rural South 24 Parganas.

SHIS Diagnostic services also provide Ultra Sonography and X-Rays.

Today, under the umbrella of SHIS Diagnostic Services there are 15 Pathological units spread across the
West Bengal including 4 Mobile Boat Dispensaries.

amongst the villagers, covered by it, in this
regard.

Bengal including local Panchayats, about 80
per cent of the families living in target
villages of Bhangar — | & Il, Haroa, Minakhan
have been provided with sanitary latrines
through SHIS Sanitary Mart.

Arsenic Mitigation Programme:

Arsenic contamination of groundwater sources for the rural population of West Bengal, specially in South
and North 24 Parganas region has become a major health issue. Groundwater is the primary source of
drinking water for the inhabitants of rural West Bengal.



Supply of safe drinking water is one of the most important components of the SHIS Basic Health Care
Programme. SHIS has been instrumental in setting up deep tubewells in the areas of Sunderbans as well
as in many parts of North and
South 24 Parganas with
adequate support from our
beloved Dominique Didi and
Dada.

SHIS  Arsenic  Mitigation
Programme in collaboration
with the UNICEF has been
encompassing programme of
Laboratory Testing of the
Ground Water in and around
South and North 24
Parganas.

Awareness becomes the
major component of SHIS
Arsenic Mitigation Programme where people are asked to get their water tested. If arsenic problem is
found, people are adviced to use available and affordable water treatment technology in the form of
Arsenic Removal Water Filter.

Shishu Bikash Academy:
Out of the age group of 6 to 14 in India, around 30% do not attend school. And from the rest, near about
10% will drop out before even completing their primary education.

SHIS Shishu Bikash Academy was
founded in the year 1999 on an
integrated, theme-based
curriculum which is
developmentally designed to
enhance physical, emotional,
cognitive, and social
growth. Students are encouraged
to explore, experiment, and
experience developmentally
appropriate activities

The main objective of the Shishu

Bikash Academy is to enhance the
SHIS Shishu Bikash Academy School Building in its Glorious Form capacity of rural meritorious
children, who can’t afford quality
education for their mental, cultural and physical development and of exploring their talents for
innovation. The academy currently provides education upto Class X. There is a 09-member board of
directors for the academy and it is headed by a chairman. Activities of the SHIS Shishu Bikash Academy
include organisation of events such as the children's award competition, seasonal competitions among
the children, children's fair, annual school festival, children's art competition, and study tours for children.
It runs a children's library and participate in educational forums.




Girls Academy for Underprivileged:

Girls coming from a poor family in South 24 Parganas traditionally receive less encouragement and
support to attend school particularly for secondary education. Boys are three times more likely to receive
money from their parents and relatives for school fees, and many girls are forced to drop out of school.

These very Girl know that
getting a good education has
the potential to change their
lives and to possibly enable
them to escape the hard
labour and extreme poverty
their mothers endure and to
have a better future but the
challenges that they must
contend with and overcome
in order to even have the
opportunity to complete
secondary school are
immense.

The World Bank has found
that when a country
improves education for girls,
its overall per capita income
increases and its fertility rate
drops. Other studies show that improved female education is linked to higher crop yields, lower HIV
infection rates, and reduced infant mortality. UNICEF's annual "State of the World's Children Report" calls
gender equity - particularly in education - a "double dividend" for developing countries.

To ensure that the underprivileged girl child in rural South 24 Parganas has access to quality school
education, can complete class X, regardless of whatever trials her family may face and blossom into a
socially responsible, independent and mature adult.

SHIS Girls Academy was thus form to provide free of cost quality education for those underprivileged girl
child, whose parents were either ignorant or could not afford to give them education.

Establishing such kind of school has created a ripple in the entire target area of SHIS, now many parents
are voluntarily coming to get their child registered. A chance of getting a girl child educated has also
created a social change, parents are getting aware that a girl has a equal right like a boy in every aspect
of their life.

The programme is mainly funded by Dr. Joachim Hacker of Germany and SARI of France, without their
constant help the realization dream couldn’t have been achieved. They have really given a Girl a Chance
to be educated, to grow up and be a better mother — for better understanding the importance of her own
children being educated, and will be better able to provide for her children.



Deaf & Dumb School:

SHIS Deaf & Dumb School provides an environment where children learn to rely on their abilities, not their
disabilities. We achieve this by uniting home and school, working together towards a common goal... a

successful and happy child.

Founded on love, dreams and
maintained by a deeply committed staff
and caring community, SHIS Deaf &
Dumb School is dedicated to the belief
that hearing impaired children can learn
to listen, talk and achieve by
participating fully in the hearing world
around them.

The oral — Aural (lip-reading and
listening) used in our school as mode of
communication and we use some

The curriculum, based on the social
studies curriculum developed for hearing
students that teaches skills to enable
them a higher level of achievement in the
areas of language, listening, speech,
recognition, academic and social skills.

Early detection and intervention are the
prime objective of SHIS Deaf & Dumb
School Programme for successful
development in children who use
listening to develop verbal

an parents meeting once a month that gives both parents an opportunity to get information about the
program. Meeting topics and discussions are centered on parental interests, guest speakers and the
components of the program integral for their child’s success.




Self Help Group through Micro Credit Promotion:

The UN Millennium Declaration has identified poverty as the greatest challenge of our times. Poverty
eradication is one of the Millennium Development goals, which aims to halve the proportion of people
living in extreme poverty by 2015. Seventy five percent of the world’s poor live in rural areas, and the
majority of them are women.

SHIS Ashadeep micro credit division is dedicated for the empowerment of women envisage total liberation
of the woman in view of restoring her dignity as a person and an equal partner with man within the
framework of Indian Society. It aims to actively contribute to the creation of a gender-just society and to
provide women with guidance, input and support to transform themselves into facilitators of the process
of self-realization and empowerment.

The project main base is located in Bhangar Block of South 24 Parganas District, West Bengal State, in
eastern India.

Today we have got 2,825 SHGs with total members of 11,429 covering 256 villages in 6 blocks of North &
South 24 Parganas District with loan disbursement figure of about Rs. 5,852,000/- and outstanding loan
balance of Rs. 25,882,021/-.

SHIS took many social development activities for the poor people. Safe Drinking Water Programme,
Diagnostic Services such as Eye Camp, Maternity Clinic, Schools, etc. are among few of the social
development activity, which SHIS has been providing, free of costs and volunteers from various countries
viz., Germany, France and South Korea are regularly visiting for helping SHIS in its social development
activity by offering their free services to the people with utmost care and affection. SHIS is very much
thankful to them for their generosity to extend their cooperative hand in implementing our activities,
specially our education programme.
